save energy and cut carbon 
dioxide emissions. 

Olveston Primary will be sup-
porting this initiative and our 
Eco Warriors make regular 
checks in all areas of our 
school to see if lights or com-
puters have been left on un-
necessarily.  

Our energy is monitored using 

a Smart Meter and we have 
seen our energy use reduce 
over the last 12 months.  This 
has been a real team effort. 
The Eco Warriors will now be 
meeting to make a new action 
plan for 2009-10. More news 
will follow very soon!  

Nationally, 71% of people 
regularly leave items on 
standby in their homes, and 
65% leave lights on in rooms 
they are not using. In fact, 
equipment left on standby 
wastes enough energy to 
power over a million proper-
ties a year or about £740 mil-
lion worth of wasted energy.  

The 'Big Switch Off' is a cam-
paign to reduce wasted en-
ergy by encouraging residents, 
businesses and schools to 
switch off unnecessary electri-
cal equipment and lighting to
